English: Summary of the programme:

On the forenoon of February 12, 2024, Monday, the inaugural ceremony of this training-cum-
workshop was held at the Auditorium of the EMMRC Resource Centre of Dept. of Tamil,
University of Kerala’s, Kariavattom Campus. Dr. Hepsy Rosemary A., Associate Professor of
Tamil, Dept. of Tamil, University of Kerala welcomed the guests and participants of the workshop.

Prof. Jeyakarishnan. P., Director, MSICDCS, & HoD of Tamil, University of Kerala chaired
the inaugural session of this workshop. In his presidential remarks, he stated that a language teacher




must consider teaching as a social activity, and their dedication to work must reflect on the teaching
practice to bring changes thereby promoting learner autonomy and bringing in attitudinal change
among the student community. While addressing the participants he highlighted acquiring LSRW
skills of teachers and said that assessment of the student’s skills should be done very meticulously,
for this best and unique practice in teacher education and evaluation system is need of the hour. Prof.
Jeyakrishnan continued and said that the present evaluation does not test any skills other than
memory testing and similar tests. Further, he suggested that communication skills, critical thinking,
problem-solving skills and collaboration in responsibilities are the major skills which should be
developed among students at the school level. Finally, the chairman of the session accentuated that
teacher education is a continuous process; it is not a different entity. It’s a continuation from primary
to research level and lifelong education.

After this, The guests on the dias inaugurated the workshop by lighting the lamp a few
workshop participants were also joined to mark this event. After this, Dr. R. Shakunthala, Resource
Person (Academic), NTS-I, was present and delivered the introductory speech for the inaugural
session. In her speech, she highlighted the activities of the CIIL and its various schemes undertaken
and the objectives of the present workshop.

The Inaugural session of this workshop was felicitated by two eminent professors of the
University of Kerala one is Dr. A.M. Unnikrishnan, Dean, Faculty of Oriental Studies, University of
Kerala and Dr. Jayachandran R. Professor & Director, School of Indian Languages, University of
Kerala. In his felicitation address, Dr. A.M. Unnikrishnan emphasised on quality of classroom
teaching and the dedication of teachers and said that all teachers are punctual and experts while they
are in the classroom but they are failing during they evaluate their students’ performance, especially
while setting question papers. He hinted that while setting question papers, merely following old
question papers is not enough to assess the student’s skill. To come out of this we should find
remedies and solutions by organizing the training programmes like this and even teachers should
follow the outcomes of this workshop effectively in their day-to-day career.

In his felicitation address Dr. Jeyachandran R., Professor & Director, School of Indian
Languages, University of Kerala has expressed his concern over the deterioration of quality in the
teacher education process. He recalled the vague differences faced by colleagues in universities
during setting question papers and evaluating answer scripts. Later he opined that the contemporary
evaluation system in our education needs to be revamped by a thorough discussion and needs to be
assimilated through the workshops like this he stated.

Dr. AR. Muthukkaruppan, Junior Resource Person Academic/Tamil, proposed the vote of
thanks for this inaugural session. The academic events and sessions are designed accordingly to
fulfill the mission statement of NTS-I “to cater to the evaluation requirements of the country for
academic auditing and quality maintenance”.

In the first session after the inaugural ceremony of the workshop, Dr. Shakunthala gave a
lecture on the Basic concepts of Testing and Evaluation. In the second session held after the lunch
break, the Faculty of SCERT, Thiruvananthapuram, Dr. Sahayadas, gave a presentation on the
Taxonomy of Educational Objectives. In the concluding session of the first day, the topic of
Communication and Language Skills was handled by me (the Officer-General of NTS-I, Dr. Murali
Mohana N.). with this, the first day's sessions concluded with the delivery of remarks.

On the second day of this training workshop, Tuesday, February 13, 2024, at 10 a.m., Prof.
Jayakarishnan. P., HoD of Tamil and Local Coordinator of the present workshop, delivered the
lecture on Tamil Language Aspects w.r.t. GFR. In the second session, Dr. Percilla, Assistant
Professor of Tamil, Dept. of Tamil, University of Kerala, delivered a lecture on the topic of Tamil
Literature Aspects w.r.t. GFR. After the lunch break, Dr. AR. Muthukaruppan handled the class on
Item type: Objective category and on second day last session lecture on Item Types: Subjective
category was also delivered byDr. AR. Muthukaruppan.

In the first session of the last day (face-to-face) of the workshop, i.e., today Dr. R.
Shakunthala gave a talk on Introduction to Dimensional Problems (Lang. & Lit.). After this, Dr. AR.
Muthukkaruppan gave a presentation on IFC, Scoring Procedures, and Question Item Practice
(offline). In the Afternoon session was meant for a technical one, Shri K.S. Raghavan (Junior
Resource Person-Technical, NTS-I) handled the question paper retrieval demo and question item
input (online). He has given information about a practical explanation of how the participants record




the online question items.

To this end, the academic sessions of the workshop were concluded. During all the sessions,
individual interactions between the Resource Persons and participants (teachers) were held. The
resource persons had introduced a new concept, spurring participants to investigate it further on their
own or demonstrate and encourage the practice of actual methods. During the face-to-face sessions
of this workshop Mr. V.A. Saran, Malayalam Resource Person of the NTS-I short-term program was
provided all the logistic inputs.

The valedictory session (Face-to-face mode) of this workshop was held in the afternoon of
the third day, i.e., on February 14, 2024. Dr. Percillawelcomed the guests and gathered. Some of the
participants gave their feedback at the beginning of the session, sharing their individual opinions
regarding the workshop. Following this, Dr. Murali Mohana N. presented the workshop report. On
this occasion Prof. Jose Kutty, Chairman, of the Dept. of Political Science andin-charge of the
Karyavattom campus of the University of Kerala was present.
