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A National Marathon on Item Writing in Indian Languages and Literature in Online Mode to mark 3
years of successful completion of NEP-2020 was conducted from 28/08/2023 to 11/09/2023. A
separate link was created for Telugu and started at 11AM in Technical Room of NTS on 28/08/2023.
Through a common link on five languages, Dr. Biresh Kumar (SRP, NTS-1) delivered the
inaugural address and explained the objectives of this Marathon. In the subsequent session, Dr. M.
Narayana Reddy (JRP-Academic, NTS-1) gave a lecture on the Basic Concepts of Testing and
Evaluation. Then after the lunch break, the class has been handled by Dr. M. Narayana Reddy (JRP-
Academic, NTS-1) on the types of question items w.r.to objective category. In the subsequent session,
B. Venkateswarlu, Resource Person (Telugu), SRLC explained the concepts of General Frame of
Reference w.r.to Literature. On the second day, 29/08/2023, Dr. M. Narayana Reddy (JRP-Academic,
NTS-1) explained about the types of question items w.r.to subjective category. In continuation of that,
